An Austin-based ensemble, Mitote explores the vast musical terrains of Mexican traditional son but with a Chicano sensibility. Anchored by jarocho instrumentation, sounds, and rhythms, one may call Mitote’s music son jarocho, yet its base rests upon a deep affinity for all of Mexico’s son traditions in addition to popular musics beyond the confines of ‘Greater Mexico.’ Their debut CD at once reflects, embodies, and celebrates this broad, yet nuanced, sonic spectrum. It showcases an array of sounds, from the more conventional/traditional to innovative original compositions with a Chicano twist and everything in between.

Inspired by the grounded, yet virtuostic, musicality of groups emerging out of the movimiento jaranero (Mono Blanco, Son de Madera, Chuchumbé), Mitote likewise contributes to the efforts by these musicians and Chicanas/os on this side of the border to maintain and renew musical traditions in an effort to bring together community to commemorate, organize, and celebrate.
